Bodenheimer Fellowships

$52,000 Per Year:  

A limited number of Bodenheimer Fellowships, valued at $12,000 per year per person, will be awarded annually to superior or deserving EECS graduate students.  Each fellowship will be combined with a part-time GTA or GRA in which tuition fees and a monthly stipend are paid, bringing the total to more than $52,000 per year.

Background:

These fellowships were established in honor of Prof. Robert E. Bodenheimer who taught ECE courses at UTK for nearly forty years prior to his retirement.  The primary benefactor has been one of his students, Michael C. Crabtree, who received his B.S. in 1973 and M.S. in 1975 from UTK both in electrical engineering.  Mr. Crabtree was one of the founders of CTI (Siemens) Molecular Imaging, Inc.
Eligibility:  

Must be a U.S. Citizen with preference given for residents of the State of Tennessee.

Accepted or enrolled as a full-time student in the EECS graduate program at UTK.

Demonstrated academic performance and/or financial need.
